Dear Ms Green and respected Members of the Board,

We learn that some organizations in USA have
approached your Board to effect certain corrections in the text
books prescribed/recommended for schools in the State. We
have also noted that the Board has appointed as a Consultant a
distinguished historian and scholar of international repute,
Professor Shiva G. Bajpai, who has been teaching Ancient Indian
History at the California State University, Northridge.
