Dear Madam,

This is in continuation of our letters dated 21.11.05 and 30.11.05 (copies
attached for ready reference; Attachments, Nos.1 and 2).

1. We are most grateful to you and the Members of the Board to have
given due consideration to our suggestion that the statement, viz. ‘there was an
Aryan Invasion of India’, may be deleted from the California School text books.
We made this suggestion not for any chauvinistic reasons but purely on the basis
of irrefutable archaeological findings in India and Pakistan.

2. We understand that the Curriculum Commission of the Board has
rejected the suggestions made to the contrary by the Witzel-Wolpert-Heitzman
Group. We greatly appreciate your professional approach in the decision-
making.

3. However, this Group is up in arms once again and wants to undo what
the Commission has done. To achieve its objective this Group has brought into
the picture an altogether new argument. As we gather, the stand taken by this
Group now is that whercas the Indian Government has included the Aryan
Invasion theory in its school text books, why should it not be so included in the
California books?
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4. In this context, it seems necessary to apprise you and all the Members of the Board of
the factual situation in India. The present UPA Government at the Center is holding office with
the support of the various Communist parties in India, and these parties and some scholars
wedded to them are dead set to undo whatever the previous Government had done. Thus, what
the new Education Minister in the UPA Government did, immediately on assuming his office,
was not only to include the Aryan Invasion theory in the text books but also to remove from his
post the previous Director of the National Council of Education Research and Training
(NCERT), the organization which looks after the school text books. It may nevertheless be added
that the action of the Central Government has been legally challenged in the High Courts of
Delhi, Allahabad, Madhaya Pradesh, Punjab, etc.

5. However, ‘Education’ is a concurrent subject according to the Constitution of India
and each State has its own Board of Education to prescribe books for its schools. The result is
that the new NCERT books, which are just recommendatory in nature, are taught only to a very
small percentage of students in the entire country, whereas in most of the States, such as
Karnataka, Rajasthan, Chhatisgarh, Jharkhand, the books do not mention the ‘Aryan Invasion’
theory at all.

6. While we are ashamed of the “political football’ that is being played by the present
Ministry of Education, Government of India, we would like to re-emphasize that not only
hundreds of Indian archacologists and historians but also dozens of scholars from across the
world ~USA itself, UK. Greece, Belgium, etc, to name just a few — have expressly stated that the
theory of Aryan Invasion of India, propounded during the early 20® century, has been proved to
be wrong non the basis of the archaeological discoveries of the past three-four decades on the
Indo-Pakistan subcontinent. In support of what we have just stated, we had sent to you books and
articles along with our letter dated 21.11.05 and brief extracts from the writings of scholars from
USA, UK vide our letter dated 30.11.05. Should you need further literature on the subject, by
Indian and foreign scholars, we would be only too glad to send the same. And if you so desire,
we are ready to participate in an open ‘academic debate’ on the subject. We do not understand
